This structured programme immerses children in a wide variety of texts and provides them with a clear framework to support, motivate, and develop their writing nurturing a genuine love of language through the systematic teaching of weekly writing skills.
· Science: Light. Skeletons and Eating.

· Geography Weather, climate zones and the water cycle.
· French: Phonics.
