Year 6 Standard Assessment Tests (SATs) Information and Revision Information


Standard Assessment Test (SATs) Dates

Standard Assessment Tests (SATs) week: Monday 11th May – Thursday 14th May 2025

Please ensure that you do not book holiday for this week.  If your child is ill, it is possible for them to take the tests up to 5 working days later, however both the school and home have to sign a declaration to say that the child has had no internet access and no text contact with their friends.  Unless they are really poorly our advice is to send them in (and collect after the test if this would help).

Year 6 Test Explanation
Schools are required to administer the following tests to all pupils in Year 6:
· English - Reading
· English - Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling – Paper 1 – Grammar & Punctuation
· English - Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling – Paper 2 – Spelling
· Mathematics – Paper 1 – Arithmetic
· Mathematics – Paper 2 – Reasoning
· Mathematics – Paper 3 – Reasoning

English ~ Reading 
This test consists of a reading answer booklet and a separate reading booklet. 
· Pupils will have a total of 1 hour to read the 3 texts in the reading booklet and complete the questions at their own pace. 
· They can approach the test as they choose: e.g. working through one text and answering the questions before moving on to the next. 
· The least-demanding text will come first with the following texts increasing in level of difficulty.
· A total of 35 to 40 questions with a total of 50 marks. 
· All questions are worth 1, 2 or 3 marks
· Shorter, closed responses (multiple choice and matching questions).
· Shorter, open responses.
· Longer, open response items that require children to explain and comment on the texts in order to demonstrate a full understanding.

English ~ Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling
Paper 1 - Pupils will have 45 minutes to complete the test, answering the questions in the test paper Selected response items (multiple choice)
· Short, open response items in which children may have to write a word, a few words or a sentence.

Paper 2 is a spelling test with 20 questions ~ approximately 20 minutes.

Mathematics
Papers 1 ~ Arithmetic – A range of questions designed to test the children’s ability with calculations totaling 40 marks ~ 30 minutes. 
Paper 2 and 3 ~ Reasoning ~ A range of problem-solving based questions totaling 70 marks ~ 40 minutes per paper.

Teacher Assessment

[image: ]Writing – Due by the end of June
There will not be an English writing test as it was replaced by the English Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling test. Writing composition will be assessed by the school. As the deadline for this is much later than the tests, we will have a writing focus after the tests. Your child’s most recent writing will be assessed to determine the standard they are working at. This could be moderated by Buckinghamshire Council to ensure judgements are consistent. 

Reading, Maths and Science
Teachers provide details of their teacher assessment as well as the test data in Reading, Maths and Science. These results are based on the children’s work in all lessons and using past assessment data. 

Results and Reporting
· Test Results – You will receive the following;
· a raw score (the number of marks awarded in each test paper)
· a scaled score (a score of 100 will represent ‘at the expected standard’)
· and confirmation of whether or not they attained the expected standard

· Teacher Assessment
· This will be shown in the school reports and information on this will be given out with the school reports

Why are there tests as well as Teacher Assessments?
· Tests and teacher assessment measure your child’s achievement in different ways. 
· The tests measure what all children can do when they are set the same questions.  They help teachers identify strengths and weaknesses in children’s understanding at a snapshot in time.
· Teacher assessment judges your child’s performance across the whole subject over time.
· Tests and teacher assessment are equally important.
· The results of the tests and the teacher assessment may be different as how a child performs over time could be different to how they perform in a test which covers specific parts of the curriculum on a specific day. 

How are the test results used?
· The results will show whether your child made the expected rates of progress.
· The results will show whether or not your child has reached the expected National Curriculum standard for KS2.
· The school results will be compared to the National SATs results for your child’s age group to determine levels of progress for the school as a whole. 
· We endeavor to send Standard Assessment Tests (SATs) results home with your child’s annual report in the Summer Term.
